Discuss your thoughts in detail.

4. Analyze the writer’s approach to paragraph development. How would
characterize it? Descriptive, narrative, comparative, analytical, synthetic, or
persuasive? How successful was the writer in carrying out the chosen form of
development?

5. Do you find the essay well focused and sufficiently narrow to cover in 6 pages?
Is the paper unified or does it drift into tangents?



6. Examine the language and discourse of the essay. Is the diction appropriate and
interesting or pedestrian and boring? Explain detail below.

7. How well has the writer concluded the essay? Do you find the ending abrupt or
smooth and developed? How might the closing be improved?

8. Examine the topic sentences of each of the paragraphs. Is there a conspicuous
link with the prior paragraph or is the shift abrupt and jarring? How might the
writer create better transitions? Where might introductory phrases (participial,
infinitive, appositive, prepositional) be used to create more appropriate linkages?
